Contact your Senators in Support of Including Funding in Financial Reform Bill
 

Tomorrow (Tuesday, June 22), $1 billion for a third round of the Neighborhood Stabilization Program 

(NSP3) is likely to be debated in conference committee for the Restoring American Financial Stability Act 

of 2010 (H.R. 4173 and S. 3217).  The House of Representatives has already approved this funding, but it 

was not included in the Senate version of the bill.  

Please contact your Senators immediately and tell them to support funding for NSP3.  Ask your Senators 

 to reach out to Senate conferees to ensure that the final legislation retains House-passed provisions to 

include $1 billion in new funding for NSP and $3 billion for a national homeowner emergency mortgage 

assistance program.  

A third round of the Neighborhood Stabilization Program would provide localities with desperately 

needed resources to acquire and redevelop foreclosed, vacant, and abandoned properties that have 

become blights on the community and are driving down neighboring property values.  We must save 

America's neighborhoods from this crisis, and the NSP program is the primary federal program to do just that.
